· What is the best way to communicate with my child’s teacher?

· Usually, the best way to get in touch with the teacher for non-emergency reasons is through email or face-to-face.

· If my child has an appointment and will be able to come to school until after 8:30, what should I do?

· The best thing to do is notify your child’s teacher. She may request an excuse from the doctor (depending on the situation)

· Under what health conditions can my child not attend school?

· If your child develops a fever of 101 or greater, begins to vomit, or has diarrhea, we will call you and ask you to come pick up your child. After your child is symptom free for 24 hours, he/she may return to school. We will also let you know of any concerns we see throughout the day (such as rashes, unusual behavior, complaints of pain, ect.)

· Does the school offer meals?

· The school does not offer meals (such as breakfast) but we do offer small snacks in the morning and in the afternoon. Examples of snacks are a banana, crackers with peanut butter, yogurt, goldfish, ect. We often have self-serve snack, in which the child is able to follow directions to fix their own snack when they arte ready to eat. 
· What kind of meals should I pack for my child?

· The rooms have microwaves so you may pack items that need to be warmed up if you wish. Due to time restraints, please pack lunches that are already prepared (no meals that cook in the microwave such as macaroni and cheese bowls)
